NETWCFG - NetWAYS/ISDN Configuration Tool

The NETWCFG is provided to set NetWAYS/ISDN configuration parameters from an ASCII file. Global parameters and the target database can be accessed.

The ASCII file read by the NETWCFG tool contains a list of configuration commands that are executed in the order the commands appear in the file.

If you are familiar with the AVM API and the NetWAYS API you will find that every defined command represents a call of these APIs.

Tool Usage

The NETWCFG program is a Win32 console application. To use this tool it is required that NetWAYS/ISDN is installed, but currently not running (NETWAYS.EXE not started).

The usage is definded as:

netwcfg [-h] [-f<configfile>] [-e<errorfile>]

When started without any parameter the file NETWAYS.CFG read and executed. Any errors will be printed to the standard error output (stderr).

The options -h will give a short help.

With the option -f the file to be read can be defined. 

The options -e defines the file that will be used for error output.

Examples


netwcfg -fconfig.cfg -enetwcfg.err

netwcfg -eerror.txt

The ASCII Command File

The ASCII command file contains a list of the commands to be executed. Every command is required the to be put on a separate line in the file. Comment lines can be defined with # ; or // and the beginning of the line.
