The Power control is a push button. Pushed 
once, the power is turned on. Pushed again, 
the power is turned off. The Power-on 
Indicator lights when the power is on . 
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The Brightness control increases screen 
brightness when turned clockwise and 
decreases screen brightness when turned 
counterclockwise. 

The Contrast control changes the brightness 
of some colors when you compare them to 
other colors on the screen. When the 
Contrast control is turned clockwise some 
colors get brighter. When the Contrast 
control is turned counterclockwise some 
colors get darker. 

The Volume control increases the sound 
volume from the display speaker when 
turned clockwise, and decreases the sound 
volume when turned counterclockwise . 
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Earphone Jack 
The Earphone Jack is on the front of the display. 
When an earphone is plugged into the Earphone Jack, 
the display speaker is disconnected . 

The Earphone Jack has an output impedance of 100 
ohms and accepts a standard 3.5 millimeter 
monophonic plug .

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Tilt Stand 
The Tilt Stand is used to adjust your display to a 
comfortable viewing position. There are three tilt 
positions: no tilt, half tilt, and full tilt. To use the 
stand, do the following: 

1 Turn the display power off. 

2 Make sure there is 304 mm (12 in.) of clear 
workspace behind the display. 

3 Lift the front of the display up until the display 
rests on its back. 
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4 Move the Tilt Stand into one of its positions .

If your IBM PCjr or IBM PCjr Color Display has a 
problem and must be serviced, do the following: 

1 Turn your IBM PCjr, IBM PCjr Color Display, 
and all attachments off. 

2 Unplug your IBM PCjr and IBM PCjr Color 
Display power cords from their electrical outlets. 

3 Don't forget that the power cord, keyboard, and 
all side-attached options are considered part of 
the IBM PCjr, so you need to keep them with 
the system unit. You should also keep any 
cartridges or diskettes that were being used 
when the failure occurred with the IBM PCjr. 

4 Call your place of purchase for specific 
instructions before bringing in your IBM PCjr or 
IBM PCjr Color Display . 
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
