Have a noisy disk drive even after 
lubricating it at our club's Spring 
Cleaning? STEPRATE to the rescue. 

And last-but-not-least we have 
JRCONFIG. This is a great program 
which customizes the setup of your 
Junior. When you tum on your Junior 
this program is automatically run. 

With JR CONFIG you have lots of neat 
options. You can adjust your screen 
position, make a clicking sound with the 
press of each key, or set up extra disk 
drives and RAH drives. 

JRCONFIG lets you set the time and 
date from your battery-backed clock chip, 
set up Junior's serial port for proper 
modem communication, or look for extra 
RAH above 640K. It will turn off 
Junior's internal speaker or set the 
screen to display 40 or 80 columns as 
well as choose black & white or color 
screens. 

The program can also display a great 
information line on the bottom of your 
screen which will tell you whether the 
<Caps Lock><Num Lock><Scroll Lock> keys 
are active. In addition, the line tells 
you the time and date and the status of 
any RAM drive you install. 

If you don't type anything for over 3 
minutes, Junior can be made to go blank 
automatically but will show the screen 
again with the press of any key. 

If programs you use terminate with the 
requirement that you switch to your DOS 
disk and press any key, JRCONFIG can 
eliminate that aggrevation. 

If this all seems Greek to you (and 
you don't know the Greek language), then 
come to the October meeting on utilities. 
Hopefully I can translate all this into a 
reality you can put to good use.

For· a while, it didn't appear that 
flnyhorl:v would. After spending weeks 
re ~; enrc hi ng the question of which 
comr>11 b~r to buy, I bought the ~jr, set 
it. up, and forgot about it. My son 
play1~d games on it, but that was the only 
US"? .it gol. Then I read in the paper in 
MArch, 1985, that IBM had decided to stop 
ma"kin,g it . 

J was furious. One of the main reasons 
for buying a PCjr. instead of an Apple II 
or n Maci.nl:osh or a Tnndy, was the IBM 
nmne And I.he insurance it implied that 
the c omputer would have lasting support. 
1 nM prnm i secl to continue to support the 
"f.18_jr, but didn't. Everybody else 
unc erPrnonious]y dropped it immediately . 
Two rnflgAzines devoted to it immediately 
censed publication. Software development 
sp0.cifically for the jr stopped 
overnight. 

Now I was interested. 'There was 
r.0111<! I hi ng nbou l I. ry i ng to make something 
of this orphaned computer that appealed 
to me. When I storted trying to expand 
the system and real~zed all that IBM had 
done to make that d1 ffi cult th · t 1 - , e proJec :

~.JI products were selling at fire-sale 

..._Prices. 
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I got an internal modem for $67, down~ 
from $200. A 128K Tecmar memory board 
with clock- calendar and printer port was 
only $129, down from $399. I got it 
expanded to 512K for only $90 more. 
(Tecmar and IBM said you couldn't expand 
these boards, that you had to buy more.) 
Another disk drive cost $230, but that 
came later. 

First I had to find software for the 
modem because IBM's offerings expensive 
flrld not very powerful and most commercial 
programs didn't work wjth my modem. 
Somebody gave me a copy of PC-TALK TIT, 
patched to work with the ~jr modem. The 
dialing directory had a ~jr bulletin 
board. I was on it constantly for months 
and reaped a harvest of technical 
knowledge about the ~jr, plus some 
useful software downloaded (gradually) at 
300- baud. 

I also found out about the Metro ~jr 
Users Group and went to a meeting. A guy 
was passing around a copy, with bound 
documentation, of a word processor called 
PC- WRITE. I'd heard about it on the 
bulletin board. You could get it, like 
PC- TALK, free and pay for it if you liked 
it. I got it, liked it, paid for it and 
have been using it ever since. 

I didn't know it, but I had joined what 
might be called the computer underground. 
Its inhabitants are people who paid for 
hardware and software with their own 
money and were eager to share their 
knowledge wjth others. lney might use 
their computers to make money by day, but 
at night they just wanted to indulge 
their passion for the technology. 

At the ~jr user group, there WA.S 

another common passion . An intense 
distrust and dislike of IBM for its 
abandonment of the PCJr and its generally 
arrogant attitude toward individual 
users. As I continued to expand my jr, I 
kept hnving visions of unjformed men in 
TBM blue banging on my door in the mickfl e 
of the njght, demanding to inspect my 
computer system, then charging me with 
getting the ~jr to do things IBM never 
i.ntP.T1ded. 

Cerhtinly no one at IBM ever told me 
thHt the PCjr's DOS- addressnble memory 
could be expanded to 736K (TBM said 516K 
was lhn ] imi t), or that it could be 
outfitted with a hard drive that would 
boot. the computer or th~t · t 1 · h = . 1 .s s ugg1 s 
video routines could be greatly 
nccele, ·ntP.d wj th a little ROM cartridge 
rlesigr1P.d for the purpose. Or that, with 
P-nough memory, it would run virtually any 
business application written for the PC .

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PC-DESKTEAM 

A Review by John King 

PC-Deskteam is a Sidekick clone which 
outdoes the original. Desk team provides 
nine utilities: alarm clock, calculator, 
phone book, auto-dialer, appointment 
calendar, DOS commands, notepad, printer 
control and typewriter. Deskteam can be 
used as a stand-alone program or made 
memory resident, in which case it 
occupies 64K bytes. I use it both at 
home and at work. Here are some 
highlights of the various features. 

The alarm clock is the first I've seen 
w h i c h r u t s " 1 0 : 41 pm" on the screen 
without anything blinking or changing 
every second. You can turn it off 
entirely or just have it chime on the 
hour. 

The calculator is a four banger with 
one memory. In addition, if you type a 
list of numbers into your word processor 
and call up the calculator, it can enter 
the numbers without retyping them and 
print the results back to your document. 

The notepad, phonebook and calendar use 
the same simple commands which are all 
~vailable on help screens. The notepad 
1s great for writing batch files quickly 
wHh full screen editing and for making 
notes while doing something else with 
Junior. 

ThE~ DOS commands are DIR, COPY, DEL, 
REN/\ME, TYPE, PRINT, CHOIR and check on 
available disk space. You can't format a 
disk or run another program within 
Deskteam. 

The printer control makes it easy to 
SPt up on/off toggles for five printer 
functions of your choice. Complex, 
~Jltiple codes can be sent if necessary. 
Configuration files for Epson and Okidata 
rrinters are provided. 

Typewriter turns your $2,000 computer 
into a $250 correcting typewriter. Why? 
Because it is great for addressing 
envelopes! 

Finally, the options in setting up the 
clock disrlay, calculator, dialer, 
printer, and screen colors can be changed 
easily at any time. 

There is a fifty page manual available 
on the disk. Look it over, but don't 

.._bother printing it out. This program is 
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so well done, with such good help~ 
screens, that you won't need it. 

Deskteam is a shareware program. You 
can copy it free 1 y; and if you like it, 
Alternative Decision Software, Inc. 
requests that you register your copy for 
$25.

UNUSUAL FILENAMES 
CAN BE HELPFUL 

One way to "protect II your files from 
easy changes or accidental deletion is to 
use the ASCII characters found in the 
"extended range" (those with ASCII values 
above 128). A keyboard error is less 
1 i ke l y to happen because you have to go 
through the extra effort required to 
enter the character. This is accom­
plished by holding down the <Alt> key and 
typing the character's ASCII value on the 
numeric key pad. {With a PCjr keyboard 
it is done by holding down the <Alt> key 
while pressing the <Fn> key, then the <N> 
key, and then the number keys for the 
ASCII character desired and then releas­
ing the <Alt> key.) The extended range 
character will now show in your filename. 

Most printer manuals tell you if they 
wi 11 print the extended range of ASC 1 I 
characters. They usually have a listing 
of those characters and their ASCII deci­
mal values. (A list is also found in Ap­
pendix G of the BASIC manual which comes 
with cartridge BASIC.) 

Greek letters such as alpha (with an 
ASCII value of 224) and beta {ASCII value 
of 225), work well as filenames. 

Another example is the use of ASCII 
value 255, which looks like a space. The 
normal space bar created space can't be 
used when naming a filename, but it works 
when using <Alt>+<255). 

(A simple way to visually separate 
words in a filename without using the 
</\lt)/Numeric keys is to separate the 
words VJith an underline. "MY WORK.DAT", 
for example.) -

Also note: While most word processors 
now make use of the ASCII extended char­
acter set, Writing Assistant only dis-
plays extended range characters from 
/\SCII decimal value 128 thru 173 .

SAVING YOUR WRIST -
INEXPENSIVELY
