A Brief Compendium of Some Sources of 
Help For Many of Your PCjr Problems · 

Okay, you've got this Pqr. You know it's an old, obsolete 
computer that is slow, sometimes temperamental, and 
frequently frustrating to operate; and when you try to ask 
for some help with a problem you may have, you get all the 
encouragement that Darth Vader gave the Rebe1s. Often, 
you think Lord Vader was a kinder, gentler obstacle than 
you're facing, right? 

Well, we won't pretend that the Junior is a glamorous new 
supers tar, but we do think you can still aa:omplish a lot on 
the little devil if your needs are not for the hottest new 
software or hardware "bells and whistles". There's no 
denying that sometimes you encounter problems that need 
advice or assistance from others, and finding someone who'll 
give you their attention • not to mention their help · can be 
a real trial. This article won't cover all the possible sources of 
that help, but we do have a few suggestions about what to 
do to learn about your computer and its needs. Many of 
these suggestions have been seen in ne PRANUTin past 
issues, but there may be a few you've overlooked.

SysOp Corner

Well, it's that time of the month again! The BBS is 
undergoing some minor changes due to the 
upgrading to version l.Oof Remote Access. The 
excitin¥ news is that the software is now registered -
yes, I did say REGISTERED. The software has alot 
of neat features now that it is paid for. 

The menus arechanging somewhat. Nothing really 
major, but there are some new commands in the 
message and file area menus you may want to check 
out. The majority of the changes have come in the 
message area. They are outlined as follows: 

- You have the capability to combine your message 
areas and read them all at once, instead of changing 
to a different message area each time 
- You have the capability to do'11-nload your 

messages through a mail door called RAMail. This 
allowsyou enter and reply to messages off-line which 
will save you time, etc. This does require that you use 
an off-line mail reader such as SLMR (Silly Little Mail 
Reader), which is availableon system as 
SLMR105ZIP. This enhancement was added in 
order to be set up for receiving the Relay Network. 

• Yo)l have the capability to tog~e to either the 
(P)revious or (N)ex.t message area mstead of changing 
by area number each time. 

The changes to the file area are outlined as follows: 

- You have the capability to toggle to either the 
(P)revious or (N)et! file area instead of changing by 
areanmnber each tune. 

-The file request option has 
changed aswelJ. Instead of going 
through a request door you will be 
leaving me an E-Mail message for the 
file you are requesting. The system 
will prompt you for the subject, then 
key in a message containing the file 
you are requesting from the File 
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Request Only directory. 
-Shows the user his file statistics as part of the menu 

display. 
- File directories listings are sorted each night to ensure 

that the listing and actual files in the directory are listed. 
This includes the Recent Upload area. The complete 
listing is availablefor download in the Recent Upload 
area. 

• Downloading and Uploading isnow done through 
RAa:ess instead of using a File door. 

This is all that has changed to this point. Other changes 
have been made but are minor or cosmetic. Both of the 
area_shaveahelp screen to assista:nceyouwhileyou are 
on-hne. 

. i beiiev~ it is time for the membership to encourage the 
mstaJJatton of the Relay Net mail conferences. There isa 
Pqrconf erence along with some others stx:h as Telix, 
SemWare (QEdit), plus a multitude of others. The cost 
of this endeavor 1s minimal to the group. It would be an 
ex.ceDent addition to the BBS and should strengthen it 
to become one of the premier BBS'es operated on a 
Pqr. So Jet's encourage our officers to make this 
happen. 

I will try to continue to inform every one through this 
article or through the pqrWBBS wire service that is now 
present on the BBS of changes that are being made to 
the system. .

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A HANDY TIP 
HowtoAvoid the IIJsert Disk with COMMAND.COM Mes11gie.

In many cases, after you exit a program, the message "Insert 
disk with COMMAND.COM m drive A: and strike any key 
when ready" will appear. This is a nuisance, especially on a 
one disk drive computer, and requires extra disk swapping. 

According to the DOS 2.1 manual, page 2-130, it should be 
possible to have DOS look for COMMAND.COM on a 
drive other than A:, say a ramdisk, by issuing the following 
command: 

SETCOMSPBC=cl:\COMMAND.COM 

in which d: is a 
second disk drive or 
a ramdisk 
containing a copy 
ofCOMMAND. 
COM. 
Unfortunately, 
there is a bug in 
DOS 2.10 which 
prevents this from 
working. 

One solution is to 
buy DOS 3.x or 
4.0, but that'sl

to first issue the 
above SET command, and then invoke a second command 
processor with: 

COMMAND d: 

in which d: is again the drive containing a copy of 
COMMAND.COM. The OOS manual, page 1-11, offers 
an explanation of sorts. This is quick, but it wastes 3,264 
bytes of memory for the otherwise unneeded second 
command processor. 

A neater solution is to use either DOSPA Ill.COM 
or COMSPEC4.COM which waste no memory, 
and do the same job. The command format is: 

OOSPATII d:\COMMAND.COM 
or 

COMSPBCA d:\COMMAND.COM 

where d is the drive or ramdisk v..ith a copy of 
COMMAND.COM. This utility, is now in our Pqr 
Users Group Library. This is not a patch to DOS 
2.10 because nothing is changed on your DOS disk. 
DOSPATH.COM changes DOS in memory only 
and must be run each time you boot your 
machine. Also because this program does not 
change the 

COMSPEC= ltatallmt, 

it is a good idea to issue the SET command shown 
above, so that what DOS will do is reflected by 
SET. 

In my AlITOEXEC.BAT file, I set up a ramdisk, 
copy COMMAND.COM to it, then issue the 
corresponding OOSPATH and SET commands. 
Now I go from program to program with no 
unnecessary disk swaps. One WARNING is 
needed~ If you use either a second command 
processor or OOSPATH.COM to have DOS look 
on a ramdisk for COMMAND.COM, be sure that 
it is there. Otherwise you will receive the message 
to insert the disk with COMMAND.COM in the 
ramdisk. That's impossible, so your machine is 
locked up and must be rebooted. 

I've found it a real 
convenience when using Lotus and my word 
processor.

For the most part, they aren't for 
begmners or even moderately advanced PCjr o\\ners 
unless you run major applications such as Lotu~ 
1-2-3, dBase IV, or Windows on your offv;;e AT or 
386machine_. In that case, you probably should be 
atleastlookmg them over;ifyoujustrun Writing 
Ass\stant and New Print Shop on your 512 KB 
Jumor, save your money - these guys won't help. If 
yo~'re looking for a new printer or other standard 
penph~ral, however, the reviews published in these 
magazmes can be of great assistance in determining 

(Go to.Nat.Pagcj 
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ust which one suits your needs best. Watch for the 
"roundup issues" to get a comparison of the major 
brands. 

BOOKS 
There are an awful lot of books published about 
computers and computing, so I won't waste a lot of 
time reviewing them for you. If you want to know 
more about the workings of your Pqr, you might try 
to find copies of the Peter Norton books entitled 
DiscoveJ'lIJ8 Your PQhnd Erploriog Your Pqr. 
They're e.'ltremely hard to come by, but lucid and 
written in English rather than computerese. You may 
be able to find them at your local braoch Library - I 
know that the Sandy Springs Branch of the Fulton 
County Library had both of them for several years 
and they may still be there. . 

No subject is more confusing and intimidating to the 
average non-e.'lpert than is DOS. The Disk Operating 
System designed to run on a Pqr is ~OS version 2.1; 
either MS~DOS or PC-DOS wilf do, sIOCe they are 
essentially identical. You don't really need a 
higher-numbered version of DOS unless you get a 
hard disk, and even then you won't absolutely have 
to have it - but that's 
another subject. There 
is a pair of ref ereoces 
that I have personally 
found invaluable in my 
struggles with DOS over 
the years, which I can 
recommend to anyone 
who ·wants clear, 
readable, and accurate 
treabnent of what seems 
sometimes to be a 
deliberately obscure 
subject. They are both 
by a writer named Van 
WolvertpU: the first is 
called llllllDing MS-DOS and the more advanced 
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text is Supen:harging MS-IQ. i:::=:11:1 11111111111 
Both have been released in several liiii1iiliii g 11111111111 

editions as new versions of DOS have appeared, so be 
advised that if you get one of the copies including DOS 
4.01, for e.-cample, you'll probably fmd a good bit of 
material that is extraneous to your copy of DOS 2.1. I 
don't want to say or even imply that the Wolverton 
books are the only ones of value to a novice, but I V',ill 
say that I have found them clear and extremely helpful 
for several years. Check 'em out. 

KIND OF MISCELLANEOUS SOURCES 

OOWL (no, I don't know why the extra "O" is there) 
Software of Colwnbus, Ohio, has a nifty package similar 
to, but more advaoced (and slicker) than our own 
Beginners' Kit. Called P<:;ir POWEil version II, it also 
consists of printed matter and two floppy disks, and it 
can be ordered from OOWL Software. The cost is 
$19.95 plus $3.50 shipping; see the accompanying sidebar 
for the address and 800 number. 

COMPUSEllVE, the national BBS, has a PCjr "Forum" 
which allows interplay between Junior owners from all 
parts of the country and P.rovides a central location for 
distribution of Pqr-specific programs, files, and 
information. As far as I know, none of the other on-line 
services, including PRODIGY, GENIE, and DELPHI, 
maintain a spocific area or conference reserved for 
Junior and its uses and problems.

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Organizing Your 
Disk Directories

One of my early frustrations with personaJ computers came 
in the fonn of directory listings which did not seem to make 
logical sense. I mean, my files often did not seem to hang 
together, especially after I put several of them on one disk. 
Alphabetizing sometimes helped, but if! had renamed a 
.COM file and not the associated .DOC file, they tended to 
drift apart. This was most annoying when I was tryin~ to 
make a custom disk "just so" with additions and deletmns. 
One day I was treated to a new etperience. I entered DIR 
and saw a listing something like this one:

... and so forth through the whole listing. I knew how to 
create an order of files on a disk, but I did not know how to 
include the visual separation created by the "zero size" file 
entries. The procedure I learned is simple. It uses the 
abbreviated DOS REMARK stati:ment and file redirection. 
For e<ample, at the A> prompt, typing 

REM > --SI1JFF .-

"'ill create an entry similarto the ones above. Notice that 
the input conforms to the DOS requirement for eight 
characters in the filename, and three in the extension (i.e., 
filename.ext). If you omit the dashes, the entry will include 
blanks and will be left aligned in the directory column.If you 
like this idea, try it. With thought and practice you can 
become very adept at creating and using these "zero size" 
entries.
