
IBM Ends PCjr "Marketing"
Will Make Parts 5 More Years

IBM has announced that it is no longer marketing
PCjrs. This may not sound like startling news, but it’s a
milestone of sorts in PCjr history so we thought we’d tell
you about it.

If you’re interested in statistics, the official date was
January 24, 1989. That’s the date IBM officially ceased mar
keting the PCjr. The key word here is ‘marketing"-- you’ll
see why in a minute.

Another date in PCjr history is March 19, 1985. That’s
when IBM announced a halt to production of PCjrs. A
month after PCjr production stopped, IBM took out ads in
publications across the country promising to support
PCjrs. The ad quoted Mark Twain, whose famous ragamuf
fin Tom Sawyer was thought to have drowned. "Rumors of
my death are greatly exaggerated," he said upon returning
to his home town alive and well. The IBM ad used this quo
tation in reference to the PCjr, and followed up this quota
tion by stating, "If you own a PCjr you can be sure it is still a
well-cared for member of the IBM PC family."

What happened is that PCjrs became well-cared for
and well-loved members of computing families across the
country. An estimated 4-500,000 of them. But once IBM
stopped making them, the little computer we’ve come to
know and love so well disappeared from the pages of com
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puter magazines. That’s becausE? the main concern of the
major computer publications is to sell new computers for
their advertisers. So they acted as though all the PCjrs had
suddenly vaporized. In fact, hundreds of thousands of
them were, and still are, in use. As you know from reading
this newsletter every month, the PCjr is alive and well in
many homes and businesses across the country. That’s
because PCjr users learned how to upgrade their comput
ers so they can run over 90% of the software on the market
today.

5 More Years for Parts
Perhaps IBM realizes that many of their orphaned com*

puters are still in use, because the company seems to be
keeping its promise, also made in that Mark Twain ad, to
provide PCjr parts for five years. Don’t worry, that didn’t
mean five years from the date of that ad.

An IBM spokesman told jr Newsletter, the five years
would begin when they withdrew PCjrs from "marketing".
That means PCjr parts will he provided by IBM until Janu
ary24, 1994, if IBM keeps itsword.

We checked with the IBM Parts Order Ccnter in BouI
der, Colorado, and found they do have PCjr parts for sale.
You can, for instance, get a new PCjr system board Part-ft

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Beginner’s Corner:

Starting Up New Software
By Bruce Ho/men

OK, you just got a program disk from your local Per
sonal Computer Users’ Group. You take the disk home to
introduce it to your very own personal compute, and it’s
like the first time you set up a friend on a blind date. Noth
ing happens. Nobody knows what to say, or even where to
start... Simply read on and in this very Newsletter, we shall
present you with the keys to success in deciphering a disk!
1 Label the original disk, so you will know what it is. This
sounds silly, but many people no longer know what pro
grams they have.
2 Put a write-protect tab on the original, and make a
DISKCOPY. This way you can experiment with the copy,
knowing that your original is safe from harm.
3 Run a DIR to see what files the disk contains. If you
want a hard copy directory listing, type DIR> PRN at the
DOS prompt.
4 Look for a file called READ.ME or README or
README.DOC or something similar. Such files are like the
magic cookies that alice carried with her in Wonderland. If
the cookie says EAT ME, you eat it. If the file says
READ.ME, you read it. How? Type this command at the
DOS prompt > TYPE READ.ME and press Enter. If it
scrolls by too fast to read, use the Fn Pause keys on the
PCjr keyboard to stop it. Then any key to start it again.
5 Use the command COPY READ.ME LPT!: or COPY
READ.ME PRN to get a printed copy. Be sure your printer
is ready before you enterthe command. READ.MEfilesare
usually quite short, less than ten pages, and often one or
two.
6 Read the READ.ME file. It may tell you everything you
need to know about getting started. If not, read on...
7 Look for files with the .DOC extension. These are nor
mally program documentation files, much larger than a
typical READ.ME file. Some may run more than 80 pages.
If you want to print a .DOC file, be sure you have plenty of
paper. Then type copy Filename.DOC PRN. You type
the filename as it is listed in the directory.
8 Look for .BAT files. These are DOS Batch Command
files that have been written to make your life easier. Try
them! After all, you are running on a copy, not the original.
What can go wrong? . . .can go wrong? . . .can go wrong?
9 Look for .COM and .EXE files. These are the actual
programs that must run for the computer to do anything
useful. Most disks will have both .COM and .EXE files, just
to keep things interesting. If in doubt, try the .COM files

first, since .COM files can all i.e. run .EXE files, but not
vice versa. All .COM and .EXE files will run when you type
the word to the left of the .COM or .EXE.
10 If there are no files with .BAT, .COM, .DOC or .EXE ex
tensions, look for files with the .BAS extension. Eureka!
You have a disk full of BASIC programs. This is wonderful
IF you happen to have BASIC on your computer. With a
PCjr, this normally requires the BASIC Cartridge. With
any other machine, it requires the BASIC that came on your
DOS disk. Unless you are running a True-Blue IBM PC, you
must have GWBASIC, Compacl BASIC, or some other ver
sion that can be run without the IBM proprietary ROM
chips. Good Luck!
11 By now, you have either found something to run, or
you have already formatted the disk and quit reading this
spiffy article. It’s a free country. I don’t mind if you give up.
But your computer will never let you live it down!
12 Try the silly program! After all, it is only bits and bytes.
Besides, even if the program is a real dog, the bark is worse
than the byte. I can’t believe I actually wrote that.

0. Can the 5.25’ floppy drive in my Jr be replaced with
a 3.5’ drive? Will I need more power if I have 640k via
upgraded 512k sIdecar and a parallel printer port? T.
Candy, Kearney NE

A. You can replace the floppy drive quite simply. Some
of the companies advertising in our Newsletter have con
version kits, complete with chassis, face plates and/or con
troller cards to fit right in. They also include software to
access the formats of the 3.5’ di:sks for whatever version
of DOS you are using. You will need no additional power
as the 3.5" drives actually use LESS power to operate as
does the 512k upgrade of the sidecar.

0. Some of the simplest things are assumed to al
ready be known by the writers of certain manuals. I am
trying to print out a simple total in the included program
but can’s seem to get the hang of it. Can you help me?

Here is an edited part of the program as submitted:

FOR X = 1 to 3
READ A, B$, N
PRINTA, B$, N
NEXT X
LET H = 0
LET H = H + N
PRINT "Total Cost =$",H: END
DATA 1, DSW, 5
DATA2,BD, 10
DATA3,NBG, 15

The reason the total H always prints 15 is because the
addition of H to N is only done AFTER the FOR-NEXT loop
has finished, and though N changes while inside the loop
ONLY the last value is retained when the loop finishes. Two
thing should be changed: First, put the "initializing" of H =

0 outside and before the entry into the loop. Delete line 250
and write a new line to be executed before the loop like
this;

219 H = 0 You do not need the LET part of the state
ment, nor should you use it, it slows down interpreted BA
SIC!

Second you must have the "totalling" done INSIDE the
loop, so insert the line:

242 H = H + N Be sure to delete line 255. This will
cause N to be added to H EACH time through the loop.

FOR..NEXT loops for beginners are both a challenge and
a pleasure, so let me expand on this. For programsize and
speed, use X% instead of just X. This makes the "loop
counter" an integer instead of a floating-point decimal. In
tegers are manipulated more quickly by the 8088 and inte
gers take up less memory. In your line 245 you should also
remove the X of NEXT X. The BASIC interpreter will deter
mine the X automatically and by itself instead of using up
time to read it, assign it and use it!

To make a little test of these loop techniques, run the fol
lowing:

10 CLS
20 T = TIMER REM TIMER is a built-in BASIC

statement
30 FOR X = 1 TO 5000
40 NEXT
50 PRINT TIMER - T; "First loop, time consumed."
60 T = TIMER REM We do it again, with integer

X%
70 FOR X% = 1 TO 5000 REM Note X% in here..
80 NEXT
90 PRINT TIMER - T; "Second ioop, time consumed."
100 END
The second loop runs almost 20% quicker than the first!

Try changing to 40 NEXT X in the first loop and note the
time.

One more point: If you periodically type RENUM when
programming, you will always have 10 steps between lines
and the program will begin with line 10. This gets rid of the
annoying line numbers such as 255 or 245 as you squeeze
lines in as an afterthought. RESTORE nn, GOSUB nn
GOTO nn, etc. will all be taken care of automatically. Also,
if you type AUTO before starting to program, BASIC will
advance and print line numbers for you in steps of 10 each
time you press ENTER at the end of each line. To get out of
AUTO Just type Fn-Break. See the BASIC manual for more
on these conveniences.

0. I have a Jr with 640k and two drives. When using
Procomm 2.4.2 or 2.4 the program downloads files fine,
but always aborts when uploading. Is there a patch for
this problem? L. Novell, Endwell NY

A. No patch is necessary. Procomm is one of the most
trouble-free programs to run on the jr. except for HOST
mode. First, even though Procomm will run with Termi

nate-and-Stay-Resident programs, some are not compat
ible. Clean them out of your AUTOEXEC.BAT file and try
again. If you make a RAMDISK for the files to upload/
download and change the default upload/download to C:
the timing is improved and the COM: buffer can handle the
transfer in both directions better. Also, be sure that the
COM Parameters are set the same as the connected-to
service or BBS. Procomm automatically switches to the
proper parameters for XMODEM for example, but check
how you set it up. Don’t use any Translate characters ex
cept the Procomm defaults for the Enter, LF, and CR. By
the way, your CONFIG.SYS must have FILES=20 and
BUFFERS = 20!

A different approach shown below, uses the B: drive for
files to upload/download and still tests out fine on 512k
systems:

This is called "GO.BAT" and is used after booting without
any TSRs.

Press the Enter key where you see <Enter> and don’t
type what’s in parentheses. You should have the programs
COMSWAP and COM REST on the same drive.

COPY CON: A:GO.BAT <Enter> Copy from Console
and name it

COMSWAP <Enter> Use COM:2 in Procomm
RAMDISK 200 <Enter> or use SETRAM nn or your fa

vorite RAMdisk
ECHO OFF <Enter>

PAUSE <Enter>
ECHO . . . Now loading Procomm, one moment, please...

<Enter>

Now press Fn-6 to write it to disk.
If a parameter or phone directory change is made, and/

or you want PROCOMM.LOG .HST DIR .PRM etc. don’t
turn off the ramdisk until you have copied the changed
PROCOMM files from C: to A: !!

Q. When I boot with DOS 2.1 with my Impulse add-on
board the clock/calendar comes on fine but with DOS
3.2 it is on default mode. Would disk #28 help? H. Seto,

A. For clocks which are installed in the standard way,

Write Your Own File Finder
And Reboot from Command Line

Have you ever lost a file on your hard disk? Even a
"hidden" one? If you don’t have Norton Utilities FileFind,
or a shareware or public domain version such as "whereis"
you can write a batch file to do the same thing. It won’t
accept the * or $ symbols for wildcards, but you don’t re
ally need them, simply specify the part you know, and let
the batch file do the rest. All you have to do is either be in
your "dos" directory, or have it in the path. The file I call it
SEARCH.BAT will utilize the dos commands CHKDSK,
SEARCH, and PAUSE. Give it a try!

ECHO OFF

IF %1’==l GOTO MSG
ECHO SEARCHING DIRECTORIES FOR %1

CHKDSK /V I FIND "%1" I MORE
GOTO END
:MSG

ECHO Enter FILENAME or part AFTER "%O"
END

ECHO I hope you rememberedto put "%1" in caps!

Did you know that it is possible to "reboot" your PCJr
or any other PC from the command line without a special
program? A one line basic program does it for you. The
program, REBOOT.BAS is:

10 DEF SET=&HF000:RB=&HEO5B:CALL RB

To run it, simply key in "BASICA REBOOT". This could
also be included in a ". BAT" file.

Now I have a question for you, that probably is also
asked by hundreds of other users. Exactly what do you,
and your advertisers, mean by "card". The PCjr has three

slots in it, one for the disk drive controller, one for the 64K
memory expansion card and one for the internal modem.
Usually only the modern slot is available, and at least mine
is taken up by a card from Creative Firmware that gives me
a second floppy disk drive. Exactly what is a "Hotshot
card" or other "card" that plugs into the PCjr?

I wish I could take credit for these tips, but some
one else shared them with me, and I think that SEARCH
would be valuable for any user with a hard disk. REBOOT
may be of interest to somebody concerned with security,
while operating their computer remotely, or somebody
who just wants to reboot their PCjr from the command line
or from a ".BAT" file.

EDITOR’S NOTE: A "card" or "board" is a rather untech
nical way of referring to a piece of plastic that has elec
tronic crcuitry and other components on it. In the case of
the jr Hotshot, there are memory chips and other things on
it too, depending upon which version you get. The Jr Hot
shot plugs into the socket that contains the 8088 chip in the
PCjr. Then the 8088 is plugged into the Hotshot itself.

PCjr User Recommends Ways
To Reduce Eye Strain

I have been receiving your newsletter for a year and a
half and must say I find it very informative. I read each is
sue from cover-to-cover the day it arrives in the mail! It
definitely has put new life in my beloved machine.

I wanted to tell you about a product that I recently pur
chased for my PCjr color monitor that I have found yj
useful: the Curtis Anti-Glare Glass Filter. This glass filter
dramatically improves both contrast and character resolu
tion and has significantly reduced screen glare. Installation
is very easy: the filter attaches to the front of monitor with
adhesive velcro strips. I have been using PC Enterprises’
Thin-Font Module for some time now, but the combination
of it and the Curtis filter has drastically improved the view
ing on ray monitor and reduced eye strain. The Curtis filter
comes in seven different sizes to fit virtually every monitor
on the market model GF-2 is for the PCjr monitor and lists
for $59.95. I recently purchased it from PC Connection 1-
800-243-8088 for $39.95. I strongly recommend both this
filter and the thin-font module for anyone using the PCjr
color monitor.

Volume Labels Are Helpful
And Easy To Put On Disks
By Greg Smith

DOS allows you to put on eleven-character alphanu
meric Volume Label on your disks floppy or hard. The pri
mary advantage of the Volume Label is in organizing your
collection of floppy diskettes. Used in conjunction with
diskette cataloging programs, the Volume Label lets these
programs "see" which disk is in the current drive and
thereby distinguish it from others in your collection

Even if you don’t use a cataloging program, it’s often
useful to use Volume Labels as a shorthand means of de
scribing what is on a diskette. While paper labels suffice,
sometimes they become a jumble of words that make little
sense. A Volume Label like BUDGET88 is self-explanatory.

The Volume Label is like an electronic version of the
paper label you put on your diskettes. You might also think
of it as being like the numbers on the spine of each volume
in an encyclopedia set. How would you keep all those vol
umes in order without the volume labels? If you only had
one volume like your hard disk, it would be easy. But if
you use diskettes to store information as most of us do,
consider giving each one a unique Volume Label.

The Volume Label can be as simple as 001, 002, etc. If
you use the Volume Label feature, be sure also to put the
same Volume Label on the paper label affixed to the disk
itself. That way, both you and DOS and your cataloging
system will be sharing the sanie identifier.

Putting a Volume Label on a disk is easy. All versions
of DOS beginning with 3.0 have a LABEL command which
allows you to add or change the Volume Label even if there
are files on the disk. In add ition, all versions of DOS allow
putting the Volume Label on when you format a diskette,
but only when you use the /V switch. See your DOS man
ual under the headings LABEL or FORMAT for more de
tails. As always, be cautious with the FORMAT command.
Don’t use it until you’re sure of what you are doing. It will
erase forever all the files and any pre-existing Volume
Label on a diskette!

Disk cataloging systems provide their own means of
putting a Volume Label on your diskettes. And for users of
DOS earlier than 3.0, a public domain program called
LABEL.ARC does what its DOS counterpart does. Label
ing, like file naming, is an art. You get better at it with prac
tice. Study other examples. If you just want to see, but not
change the Volume Label on a diskette, use the DOS
internal command VOL Ed:] where [d:] is an optional drive
parameter. For example, VOL A: will report the Volume
Label for that drive. Using VOL without specifying the drive
checks the Volume Label on the default drive.
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Business and Family Run on Their jrs!

The Junior is great. My unit #1 is a business machine
and sits directly behind my desk on a 75 year old library
table. Unit #2 is my "homework" machine when I can get
the family to let me use it. I actually purchased a second
machine after the Junior was discontinued and got a fire
sale price on it to give my kids something to use so I could
get some computer time.

Both machines have the jr Hotshot 512 memory addi
tions and V20 chips. The #1 unit has a two floppy drive
setup with either a 5 1/4" or a 3 1/2" choice. With the #2
machine a large ram disk seems to fill the bill and I have
never added more drives.

My favorite program is one that has been largely over
looked by the trade press and is the Electric Desk. I find
the integrated format with similar commands for spread
sheet, word processing and data base easy to switch be
tween and entirely adequate for my needs. I am not a real
power user and spend most of my time in spread sheets
with the Electric Desk cartridges almost a permanent fix
ture in the slots.

I am in a family wholesale business that has been in ex
istence for some 60 years and my 83 year old senior part
ner and father is still active. Needless to say, computers
are not his cup of tea and getting this Junior through the
door the first time was a real struggle. We now keep our
entire price book on the Junior, about 70 pages containing
some 3000 items. By using a spreadsheet format I can en
ter costs and let the machine figure markups, bracket sell
ing prices and individual item prices automatically. Typing
alone is a savings of several hours a week and nearly all er
rors in copy are eliminated along with a lot of repetitive
dogwork. That alone sold the system. The few letters I
write come from the Electric Desk and we have done sev
eral mail merge personalized mailings to specific custom
ers in our data base.

We use Newsroom to produce a flyer periodically to
do some advertising. These have been good for us and our
sales force and many new products have been introduced
to our customers through this method. This is much more
interesting reading than the typed page format.

I keep a set of books for the stock club that I belong to
and run the portfolio report monthly in about 1/10 the time
our broker takes for the same task. I’ll never get rid of that
job. I also keep the dues and tax records. My wife man
ages a similar club that she has joined with similar reports.

Junior, Electric Desk and Newsroom did the newslet
ters and mailing labels for my 275 classmates at our 30th
high school reunion last year and the mailing list is being
kept current by info fed to Junior. Previous reunions have

kept an army of typists busy but this system will produce a
set of mailing labels in about 20 minutes. My wife is now
working on a reunion for her high school class.

My wife and I are both avid collectors and keep records
of our transactions on the Electric Desk data base. Insur
ance lists are a snap as he records are always as current as
you keep them and sortable any way you want. Genealogy
is another area my wife periodically works with and several
of the family roots are traced here.

Business Accounts

In the business arena I keep month end numbers for
the three wholesale houses we operate and run compara
tive month end statements and summaries easily. I use a
SS format here to and file a column of numbers for each
group each month. By using an empty mask and the over
lay function of Electric Desk I can generate most any report
I want. My CPA gets a big kick out of having one of his cus
tomers look over his shoulder At least that’s what he tells
me and I recently missed his bottom line total for a year’s
business by $1.82 that’s on more than 2.5 million in trans
actions. I round off to dollars and he doesn’t. I have also
used this technique to summarize the books on a gravel pit
and a 100 unit apartment partnership.

The American Cut Glass Association convention in
New Orleans this summer will be identified with Label
Maker name tags made on a Junior, as was the recent
Camp Fire Zone Meeting in Kansas City.

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What’s So Fascinating About
Computers?

I learned to fly airplanes at one time in my life. With a
certain flair, I did landings and takeoffs, not necessarily in
that order, and I came to know enough about navigation to
be able to do some cross-country flying. I could stall and
recover, I could fly "under the hood" and not see where I
was going or coming and just with instruments, survive.

occasionally tasting disaster. This is fun?
Yes, it is. Among the grandest fun I have known. And I

have had my share of fun, even if I have only played one
computer game in my life. The fun is the learning.

Learning interests me. I have been a teacher all my life
and after some thirty-seven years practicing, I am finally
getting the hang of it. During all those years, I have
struggled to intrigue, excite, even enthrall my students with
the magic of the content, the wonder of the theories and
the allure of the acquisition of learning.

My computer enthralled, intrigued, excited and cap
tured me in a week. Without much charm or grace, it thor
oughly enamored me and has made me a continued com
puter addict.

I am almost embarrassed to say no other learning I
have ever done has been so completely engulfing. Cer
tainly not learning how to fly an airplane. Not learning
Spanish, not calculus, not even Piaget’s developmental
stages. And worse, I can’t seem to figure out just what this
all-devouring appeal of the computer is about. Have you
figured it out? Has your wife waiting for you to come to bed
figured it out? Have your children, when at a time of crisis
they have to wait for you to solve a problem like how to get
your printer to print in compressed mode figured it out?
Has anyone figured it out?

Well, here are a few things I have identified as part of
what has fascinated, thrilled, harmed, captivated, mesmer
ized and occasionally enslaved me to that thing called
computer.

The Appeal of Instant Gratification
In computers, if you get it right, the computer gives you

a precious gift by instantly rewarding you with the right an
swer. In a world which is increasingly bewildering, where
politics confuse us, where the media uses us, where rela
tionships are storm-tossed and careers unpredictably cha
otic, what a comfort it is knowing that $p$g will bring you
up a prompt that you can believe in and that $p$g will do it
every time.

And JrTele, the easy to use software developed especially
for PCjrs is now in our Software Store Disk #86.

With a modem your computer can receive and send
data through the telephone line in your home or office. You
can also set up an automatic phone dialing system, much
more sophisticated and extensive than any automatic
phone can handle. A modem connects you to the vast and
varied world of Stock Market monitoring, computerized
shopping, electronic mail, downloadable software, game
playing, chatting with new-found friends, and other serv
ices from Compuserve, Genie, The Source, and others.

PCjrs are compatible with any type of modem currently
on the market that uses a standard RS232 serial port. When
installing an external modem, a PCjr adapter is required for
the connecting cable. But IBM made a modem especially
for PCjrs, which plugs directly into an internal slot. This is
the PCjr internal modem. The internal modem does not
work well with most telecommunications software. But it
works like a charm with JrTele. Even though the internal
modem only operates at 300 baud, pretty slow by today’s
standards, it’s adequate for most uses.

With JrTeIe, it’s easy to explore BBSs, upload mes
sages, download software, and do most of the things you’d
want to do in the way of telecommunicating. The software
has built-in commands for the PCjr internal modem, and
runs well on PCjrs with just 128K.

JrTele is also automatic for Hayes compatible external
modems, and will check to see which type of modem you
have, adjusting itself without any need for your input. This is
clearly the easiest software for beginners to use.

The user’s manual is on disk and consists of just 20
pages of instructions as opposed to 75 or more for Pro
comm, Boyan, and other software more powerful than
JrTele. Even though it’s easy to use, JrTeIe has many fea
tures and supports several uploading and downloading
protocols. It operates at either 300 or 1200 baud, which
means you can continue to use it even if you decide to up
grade from the PCjr internal modem to an external 1200
baud modem.

Jrlele V.2.1 is being added to the Software Store this
month Disk #86. It is shareware by Ueckert Software Sys
tems, and this version was updated February, 1988. Regis
tration fee is $20.

Check with the PCjr companies advertising in Jr News
letter for those that carry the PCjr internal modem. Or, if
you know other PCJr users, you may be able to get a used
one for next to nothing.

How PCjr Memory Works: Part 1
By John King

The memory is one of the most fascinating parts of the
modern computer. Everything the CPU central processing
unit, 8088 chip is instructed to do must come from some
where in memory. When a program, which is just a series of
instructions for the CPU, is loaded from the disk drive, the
information is transferred to the memory chips. When char
acters or graphics are sent to the monitor, the CPU is fol
lowing instructions and sending data from memory.

In a series of articles, I plan to discuss how memory is
used in the PCjr and explain how you can look into memory
with a few, easily obtained utility programs.

In this first article, we need to cover some basic termi
nology and see how information is stored in memory. Then,
we car’ list what is in memory when you first boot up your
computer. Next month, I’ll cover briefly the function of
these items. Then, we’ll compare "memory management"
programs which are needed when extra memory is added
to the basic 128K PCjr.

To start, a digital computer which is what the PCjr is
actuall’ stores only a series of high and low voltages in
memory. The high voltage results when a switch is turned
ON, arid the low voltage when the switch is OFF. Early
computers used mechanical switches, relays. Today’s
computers use transistor switches. The memory chips in
your PCjr contain thousands of these switches with clever
circuitry which allows them to be set on or off in any desired
combination.

The high and low voltages are used to represent num
bers. Since the switches have two states, on and off, they
can be used for binary counting. To count in binary, an ON
switch is represented by a one, and an OFF switch by a
zero.

zero one two three four five
0000 0001 0010 0011 0100 0101
One switch is called a "bit", eight are called a "byte",

and 16 bits are a "word". A word is also two bytes. A kilo
byte, the ubiquitous K, is 1024 bytes.

You only need to know how to count to 15 in binary;
but if you try it on your fingers, you’ll find you can count to
31 on one hand. This is why computers use binary: it’s
simple and efficient. All the instructions and data the CPU
needs 10 run your program can be coded into binary num
bers for storage in memory.

So, how does the computer store all these bits, bytes
and words? Each PCjr memory chip can store 64K 65,536
or 256K 262,144 bits. The design of the PCjr requires eight
chips for each bank of memory. To understand the design,
imagine eight 65,536 story buildings side by side, each with
one room per floor. A bit is stored in a room by turning the

light on or off. An eight bit number is stored by turning the
lights on or off on the same floor of each building. For ex
ample, to store zero on the fourth floor, you would turn the
lights off in all eight fourth Ilocir rooms.

The PCjr is a 16 bit machine which means the CPU
handles numbers 16 bits at a time in its registers. How are
16 bits stored using only the eight memory chips in each
bank of memory? Easy, we use two floors. The first eight
bits are stored on the floor above the second eight. Since 8
bits are a byte, there is a high byte arid a low byte for this
16-bit word. Figure 1. shows how the 16-bit number
1111111100000000 would look stored in memory.

Every byte in memory has an address and can be re
trieved by reading the data at that address. The "absolute
address" is just a count of the bytes starting with zero at
the beginning of memory. It corresponds to the floor num
ber in the mental image of eight buildings. The eight bits, or
byte, on any floor can be changed without changing any
other bytes.

Continuing our image of the eight buildings, additional
memory is like eight more buildings built on top of the first
group. The floor numbers, or addresses, of the buildings
on the new level continue from where the ones below end.
How high can we go? Well, the 8088 CPU can address a
total of 1024K bytes, one megabyte, of memory. That’s
eight 64K-story buildings on each level stacked 16 levels
high.

Some of this memory can be changed as needed by
the user and is called Random Access Memory, RAM. This
is what the 128K refers to in the usual PCjr. This memory
starts with address 00000, and goes up to 128x1024 =

131,072 bytes. Expansion memory starts at the end of this
first 128K. Up to 768K of RAM can be installed.

A Second Type of Memory
Another type of memory cannot be altered by the

user. This is called Read Only Memory, ROM. Instead of

transistor switches which can be turned on and off, think of
wires permanently connected or cut. ROM is used for the
ROM BIOS, a program which is permanently in memory to
get the computer up and running. This is located at the top
of memory, ending at one megabyte, or 1024x1024 =

1,048,576 bytes.
When the PCJr is turned on, the ROM BIOS Basic In

put Output System takes over and copies part of itself into
the bottom of RAM. Then it checks for a disk in the disk
drive. If it finds a system disk one with the hidden files
IBMBIO.COM and IBMDOS.COM, it transfers control to
the disk to continue loading programs. Table 1. lists what is
at the various memory addresses after an uncomplicated
boot.

The starting address for each of the items normally in
memory is shown both in kilobytes and in hexadecimal no
tation. If you are not already familiar with Hex notation, ig
nore it for now. I’ll explain it in a later article.

Next month, we’ll discuss these items and examine
memory management software. lii later months, I plan to
cover hexadecimal and segmented addresses so that you
can look into memory with DEBUG.COM which is on your
Supplemental DOS disk.

If you want to read more, excelient references are Pe
ter Norton’s books, Exploring the IBM PCJr Home Com
puter and Programming Guide to the IBM PC.

Hard Disk Users Beware

Beware of "initial" programs and "install" batch files
because many automatically create or append to your
CONFIG.SYS file and/or AUTOEXEC.BAT file. In some
cases, the authors are so inconsiderate that a new
AUTOEXEC.BAT or CONFIG.SYS file is created without
looking to see if one already exists - which wipes out that
one on the disk.

Before you being installing new software on a hard
disk, it is best to either back up the above two files or re
name them so they can’t get wiped out. Then, after the in
stallation, you can use an editor or word processor to
merge the files and adjust for any differences between your
original files and those created by the installation software.

dependably predictable that computers begin to be addic
tive.

It is comforting because it is predictable. At this level of
my computerhood, I can insert something into my
AUTOEXEC.BAT and know that if I did it right what I in
serted will produce a predictable result.

So, instant gratification and predictability are two of the
factors with which the computer has me hypnotized.

The elegance of solutions
I know I must be simple-minded, but after almost fifty

years on a typewriter, I was dazzled and remain dazzled by
how the little letters can be juggled on a computer. And it is
always with such elegance. Anyone who writes knows what
I mean. You arrogantly insert an adjective and watch the
little letters jump ahead of it in perfect order, never losing a
space or comma--that’s elegance.

Finally, there is one last fascination, nay mesmerization
with this thing called computer. I don’t know if this is what
fascinates you, but it is clearly one of the most enthralling
things for me.

Keyboard for Young Learners
By Jack Anderson

One of the most difficult obstacles that must be over
come before young children can effectively use the PCjr as
a learning tool is the keyboard. No, we are not addressing
the alledged poor quallity of the original nor the merits of
it’s replacement. The difficulty is that the keys are laid out to
be used by a touch typist! Children, on the other hand, are
taught the ABC’s by us adults in straight alphabetical order.
"B comes right after A, that’s what Mom told me and that is
how the song goes." So, no wonder my young son Keith,
who can recite the ABC’s, was so confused the first time I
tried to help him play an early learning game on the family
PCjr.

That was before Sunburst Communications joined
forces with Koala Technologies and Jim Henson, the Mup
pet guy. They have produced a keyboard for young learn
ers. Want to make the computer do something? Press the
big green "GO" key. Had enough of that action? Press the
stop sign shaped "stop" key. Cursor control, up, down, left
and right is achieved by pressing one of the four points on
the large compass. On Miss Piggy’s "HELP" key, she is
tied to a railroad track and is yelling "HELP!". This key
brings up Uncle Kermit, who demonstrates the use of this
keyboard with out saying a word!

A ruler, oversize naturally, lays across the top of the let
ter key area and displays the numbers from zero to nine.
This ruler also shows the traditional one-eighth inch incre
ments that most of us learned about on our first, wooden,
grade school ruler.

I have always liked my PCJr’s ability to display sixteen
colors. So, I was happy to see that color selections could
be changed by pressing one of the keys disguised as a
color cup in a child’s water color paint set. Selections are;
black, white, red, orange, yellow, green, blue or violet.

There are some keys that older children would use too.
The punctuation marks of "!", "?", "," and "." are included
with the math symbols for addition, subtraction, multiplica
tion, division and equals. The "OOPS!" key will move you
back one step if you change your mind. And then, there is
my youngest son’s personal favorite the "ERASER" key. By
pressing it Eric can clear the screen and start from scratch.
The "ZAP" key causes the program to restart.

The Muppet Learning Keys comes with a very interest
ing three part program for learning the letters that make up
our alphabet. Each program is a "stage" on which to per
form a different learning activity. First is the DISCOVERY
STAGE. Any key the young learner presses in this program
will cause something with a name that begins with that let
ter to appear on stagewith motion and sound. Pressing the
"A" causes a alligator in straw hat to dance a jig; press the

number "4" and three others join him. An easel board at
the side of the stage shows the letter upper or lower case
or number that has been pressed. The associations estab
lished during this first stage are maintained through out the
other programs. This is important because on the LET
TERS STAGE the alligator is presented and the player must
press the correct key. The NUMBERS STAGE works much
the same way as the LETTERS STAGE. You’ll see a screen
full of archways. Pictures appear one at a time until a num
ber from one to nine is represented. Your child is chal
lenged to count the pictures and press that number on the
ruler. As always, the correct response causes animated ac
tion and music. Incorrect actions cause the PCjr to make a
little noise, politely requesting another try.

Each stage will play just as shipped. You can also cus
tomize the activities to fit your own child’s needs by using
the Parent Control screen. Some Parent Control options
available are:

- Upper or lower case letters
- Sequential or random order of presentation
- Letter selection grouping
- Number selection grouping
The Muppet Learning Keys keyboard is not compatible

with any IBM computer except the IBM PCJr. It connects to
the number one joystick port. One item not covered in the
documentation is that this keyboard wants to be the only
peripheral connected to a joystick port. Your regular key
board can stay plugged in and is still usable, but you must
disconnect any other item from the joystick ports. Software
installation is a fairly straight forward matter. There is a
"driver" that must be used so that Junior will recognize in
put from the keyboard. It is placed into your CONFIG.SYS
file either automatically by the INSTALL program or manu
ally.

Fortunately, Sunburst worked in a conversion file that
will allow the Muppet Keyboard to be used with just about
any program. You simply select this option from the main
menu, or invoke the file from your AUTOEXEC.BAT file. My
children have successfully played "Mixed up Mother
Goose" and many other early learning programs with this
great keyboard.

The number to call if you need a replacement part is 303
924-4100. You must have the part number when you call.
Part numbers are listed in Section 6 of the PCjr Hardware
Maintenance and Service manual. If you’re not a do-it
yourselfer or your local computer repair shop won’t work
on your PCjr, you can contact one of the advertisers in this
newsletter, many of whom specialize in repairing PCjrs.

Although IBM has continues to provide PCjr parts, as
of February 24, it stopped providing live support on its PCjr
Hotline. If you call it now, you will get a recorded an
nouncement telling you to call an 800 number to find your
nearest authorized IBM dealer. The recording also gives
the number for the Parts Order Center and lists a few PCjr
support companies, including several of the ones who ad
vertise in this newsletter. As for help with software, the an
nouncement says "software support should be obtained
from the manufacturer." They mean the publisher of the
software. The reason IBM gives for discontinuing the PCjr
Hotline is that it was established to provide setup assis
tance to those who purchased PCjrs from IBM authorized
dealers.

there is no difference in the way DOS 2.1 and DOS 3.2 read
them. If software is supplied for a particular clock or
board/clock combination, then the software to initialize
and set the clock must be used and the software to read or
set the clock must be in both versions of DOS. Remember,
different DOS versions use memory and addresses differ
ently. Normally, the DOS command TIME reads the clock,
whether it is battery powered or not and DATE does the
same. Is there some special file supplied by Impulse which
is in your DOS 2.1 and which you haven’t put in your DOS
3.2? Look in the AUTOEXEC.BAT file of DOS 2.1.

A. A straight answer? Sure...all three are right. Details

make all the difference. The jr’s monitor is a standard CGA
RGBI monitor. The cable is made to plug into the Jr only.
The $25.00 "device" a little high? referred to must be the
adapter cable available by mail-order from some of our
advertisers which allows the monitor to plug into the rest
of the IBM family of computers except the PS/2 line. That
takes care of companies one and two above...

Company three is probably thinking that the AT will be
as most are used with a Monochrome "CGA", a VGA,
EGA or Hercules Enhanced Graphics card, in which case,
the Jr monitor "won’t work and there is no fix." The Jr moni
tor is a CGA Color Graphics Adapter RGBI Red Green
Blue Intensity standard monitor. VGA cards require Ana
logue, not Intensity input, and though they may sound like
the same thing, they aren’t. Also, the vertical sweep of the
VGA, EGA and Hercules cards puts more horizontal lines
on the tube than the CGA cards, and that is what the Jr
monitor doesn’t handle well. Monochrome-only "CGA"
cards do the same thing; too many lines. We hope that
helps.

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Some Fascinating Facts
About Jr’s Keyboard

Some people, including the editor of this newsletter,
like the feel of the Jr keyboard much better than that of most
other computer keyboards. While some people complain
that you have to pound the keys when word processing,
those of us who grew up with mechanical typewriters de
veloped a pounding approach to transferring words from
brain to paper. So the resistance that Jr’s keyboard puts up
to the initial touch of a key is considered to be GOOD by
some of us.

In reading through a book on the jr, called "The Newjr:
A Guide to IBM’s PCjr," by Winn L. Rosch, some fascinat
ing facts about Jr’s keyboard can be found. For instance,
Mr. Rosch points out that jr’s keyboard "was the first major
product to use AID’s Advanced Input Devices ErgoKey
technology, a new keyboard mechanism that combines
very few parts keeping its cost down with long life and
most important, near-perfect tactile feedback."

The Hidden Construction
He goes on to explain that there is a resilient rubber

boot under each key which is designed to offer initial resis
tance to being collapsed when your finger first pushes the
key, but which becomes more easy to press as it ap
proaches the bottom of its travel. The high initial resistance
keeps you from accidentally pressing a key with light pres
sure while the lower part of the stroke almost "pulls" your
finger down once you have committed to that keystroke.

Inside the rubber boots, which are molded together
into a matrix under the keys, there are carbon buttons that
connect two electrical circuits on a printed circuit board
when the keys are depressed. Most other keyboards oper
ate by detecting changes in capacitance or inductance so
they are always drawing electricity. Not so with the Jr key
board, which only draws power when keys are used, thus
enabling it to operate more efficiently on battery power.

The author also pointed out that unlike the PC key
board, which is considered a nonserviceable item by most
repair persons, Jr’s keyboard can be repaired. But, due to
its design, which renders it almost completely unaffected
by moisture unlike the PC’s again jr’s keyboard is much
more durable than most others.

Tip for Modem Users

The call-waiting feature on some phone systems can
interfere with downloading of BBS files. Fortunately, there
is a toggle feature that works on most systems.

Dialing *70 on 12 button phones, or 1170 on 10 button
phones should turn off the call-waiting feature. Repeat the
procedure when you want to turn call-waiting back on.

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Using Some ‘Advanced’ DOS
COMMANDS

by David Dapsos

Pipes, filters, and I/O redirection are very powerful fea
tures of DOS. Pipes let you string commands together, with
the output of one becoming the input of the next. Filters
accept data from the input, manipulate on modify the data,
and write the revised information to the output device. I/O
redirection lets you modify the standard data source and
destination devices. You can use these features together to
execute multiple sequential functions with little effort.

The Pipe Command
The "Pipe" command is a vertical bar . It allows you

to give the system more than one command at a time. You
place the pipe symbol between commands or program
names within a string of commands, and the output of one
automatically becomes the input to the next.

Filters

[OS has three standard filters: Find, More, and Sort.
They are used to manipulate ASCII text files.

"Find" is a filter that searches a file for a given text
string, and displays or counts the lines that contain the spe
cific string.

The syntax is: FIND[/c][/i][/n][/v] "string"
[drive] [path]

The switches are:
Prints only the number of lines that contain the

string.
/i : Ignores letter case in the search.
/n : Precedes each line by its relative line number in

the file.
/v : Displays all lines not containing the specific

string.

The "Sort" filter reads an input file, sorts the data, and
writes the sorted data to an output device.

The syntax of the sort command is: SORT[/r] [/ + n]
The switches are:
/r reverses the sort z to a
/

+ n: sorts the file with respect to the character in col
umn n.

The sort command does not distinguish between up
per and lower case letters.

The "More" filter displays a file, one screen at a time.
This command is useful for viewing long files.

Redirecting Input or Output

The standard DOS input defaults to the keyboard, and

the standard output defaults to the screen. The redirect
commands allow you to change the input and output de
vices. For example, you can input data from a disk file, or a
serial port, and output to a disk file, a serial port, or an LPT
port. The greater-than symbol > redirects a program out
put, and a less-than symbol < redirects a program out
put. In addition, the symbol ‘>>‘adds a program’s output
to the end of a new or existing file. Programs that work with
the pipe command, will also work well with the redirection
symbols.

Examples:
Send the directory to LPT1: Dir> Ipti
Send the directory to an output file: Dir> out.txt
Append the directory to an output file: Dir>> out.txt
Send file to the screen a page at a time More <file

name

You can also redirect the output to "nul." This will send
the output to oblivion. This is useful in suppressing screen
messages, and introducing time delays in batch files.

For example, you can copy multiple files, and suppress
the "file copied" message that appears after each one by
redirecting the screen message to nul.

COPY A:*.DOC C: > NUL

You can introduce a time delay in a batch file by typing
an ASCII text file to nul. The time delay will be dependent
upon the length of the file.

TYPE FILENAME.DOC >NUL

Putting It All Together

To see your directory one screen at a time, you can
pipe your directory into the "MORE" filter. type
DIR MORE.

If you want to print a sorted list to the printer, you can
pipe a file to the sort filter, and then redirect the output to
the printer.

TYPE FILENAME SORT> LPT1

Another method that will yield the same results is to
redirect the file to the sort filter, then redirect the sorted out
put to the printer. Note that a file must be typed when it is
being piped, but not when it is being redirected as an input.

SORT <FILENAME>LPT1

To print a sorted directory to LPT1, you can pipe the
directory to the sort filter, and then redirect the output to
lptl.

DIR SORT>LPT1

The directory cannot be redirected as an input to the
sort filter, directly. You must perform an intermediate step
of sending the directory to a file. Then you can redirect that
file to a filter.

DIR >DIR.TXT
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SORT <DIR.TXT> LPT1
You can list all of the files that were created or last ed

ited on a certain day, by piping the directory to the find fil
ter.

DIR C: FIND "4-11-88"

This final example combines everything that we have
learned. It uses multiple pipes, multiple filters, and output
redirection. An input file is piped into the FIND filter. This
output is piped into the SORT filter. The sorted output is
redirected to Ipti.

TYPE FILENAME
I
FIND "STRING" SORT> LPT1

As you can see from these examples, pipes, filters, and
redirection work verywell together, and are extremely pow
erful. Command input can come from the previous filter,
standard input, or another input device via redirection. Out
put can go to the next filter, standard output or to a redi
rected output device.

PC]rs Run Faster With More Memory

You will find that a 128K PCjr will run faster after its
memory has been expanded. The speed increase is quite
noticable, particularly if you add enough memory to allow
software to run in the "higher memory" above the lower
128K. This is easily done by filling the lower 128K with a
small ramdisk, thus forcing software to operate in the ex
panded memory.

Additional memory also allows you to use a ramdisk,
which is not really a disk, but rather a portion of the com
puter’s memory set aside to act like a disk. When you do
this, disk access is actually faster than it would be if you
owned a hard disk. This is many times faster than using a
standard "physical" disk drive.

You can also speed up your stock PCjr just by replac
ing its 8088 chip with a V20 chip, which costs about $19
and plugs right into the 8088 chip’s socket. The fastest re
sults seem to come from both increasing your memory and
adding the V20 chip. Test results we’ve seen show that this
combination will make the PCjr considerably FASTER than
a PC, and in some cases faster than an AT or XT.

In Bakers Dozen Utilities

Baker’s Dozen, Disk #73 in the Software Store, can be
operated with or without the menu system that comes on
the disk. Some PCJr users have experienced a problem
with the menu, so we suggest you simply not use it.

The disk comes with 13 very powerful and useful utili
ties, each of which is really designed to function on its own
without the menu system. The instructions in the file called
READ.ME mention this, saying the menu system was pro
vided simply as a convenience, but that it is in no way nec
essary. For those who have already purchased Baker’s
Dozen, we suggest printing a copy of the instructions by
typing COPY READ.ME PRN. Then, to use any of the utili
ties, simply type its name without the .EXE or .COM exten
sion.

Baker’s Dozen is well worth having. It includes the fol
lowing useful features:
