Terminology

1. By ‘we’, the agreement means ‘cree8 UK’

2. ‘you’ refers to the end-user.

3. ‘netChat’ refers to the software which you have downloaded

4. ‘agreement’ refers to this end-user license agreement.

License

1. You may download netChat from the Internet and distribute freely to other users as long as this agreement remains in tact and the netChat code remains unedited.

2. We are not responsible for the contents of any chat room or any shared file in the CHAT folder.

3. We cannot be held responsible for any damage to you or your computer as a direct or indirect consequence of using netChat.

4. By accepting this agreement, you do not own netChat.   You will own a licence for using netChat.   netChat will remain the property of cree8 UK.

Installation

Download the file, and open it up.   The following window should appear:
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In the white text box, enter the name of your chat server.   If you don’t know this, contact your administrator.   To exit the installation, click on Quit.

Then, click on Next (.   Installation is now complete and netChat is ready for use with your computer.  The next time netChat is started, you will not be asked for the server name.

Connecting to a Chat Room

To connect to a chat room, double click on netChat – if it is not installed, see Installation.   You should see the screen below after the splash screen:
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The two things you need to have to connect to a chat room are a Nickname and a Chatroom.   Enter a nickname in the box provided – this is what you will be called onscreen.

Then, enter the name of the chatroom that you wish to connect to.   The room name may already be in the list, if not just type it in.   Remember that if you connect to the wrong room, you could be left talking to people you don’t know or just left on your own!

Click on Login to enter the room. [image: image1.png]
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The Chat room Interface
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A few pointers

The current contents of the chat room are displayed in the big yellow box.   To the right of this is a list, which shows all the users currently connected to this chat room.   The title bar shows the name of the chat room you are connected to, as does the white text at the top right of the window. 

Saying Something to other users in the room:
Enter what you’d like to say in the dark blue box underneath ‘What would you like to say?’   Then, when you’re happy with it, click on Say It.   Your text will then be displayed in the big yellow box.

Exiting the Room:

There are two ways to exit the room –

· If you would like to exit the room but log into another, click on Leave Room.

· If you would like to leave netChat altogether, click on Quit.

Creating a new chat room

If the room you try to log into does not exist, you will be told!   The following window will appear:
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Click ‘Yes’ to create the new room.  The following window will be displayed:
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Creating a room is as easy as 1-2-3!

1. Do you want your room to be displayed in the list shown when you are logging into a chat room.  If so, tick the box.   If not, un-tick the box.

2. Would you like to password-protect your room?   If so, enter a password into the first yellow box and type it again into the second box, just to make sure you got it right.  Note – do not use passwords like Internet passwords or credit card numbers as they are not secure.   You must inform anyone else who will be connecting to the room of your password.   Your password will appear as ‘@’ symbols to add security.

3. Click on OK to create the room.   You will be returned to the Login screen, where you can now login to that new room.

Entering a Password-Protected Room

If the chat room you are trying to access has password-protection, you must type the correct password to gain access to it:
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Enter the password for the room in the second white box and click on Login.

Note:-

Entering the password incorrectly three times will block your netChat account, and you will have to see your administrator to unlock it.

Integration with Microsoft Agent

netChat can use Microsoft Agent characters to read aloud what is being said in the chat room.

To Enable Microsoft Agent Character:

If you are in a chat room, click on Select Agent or if you are currently in a chat room, click on Select Another Agent Character.   The following window will be displayed:
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Navigate to an Agent character and open it using this dialog.   If there are no characters in the list, download some from Microsoft’s Downloads site (www.microsoft.com/downloads) or go to www.agentfiles.com.   The character will not be displayed unless you are actually in a chat room.

To enable the character to say stuff out loud, you must tick the ‘Enable Voice’ box – this can only be done when logged into a chat room.


Microsoft’s Peedy Agent Character can be used to say out loud what is being said in the chat room.
Errors

Common Errors:-
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Your user name has been disabled from accessing netChat.   This may be because you have entered a room password incorrectly three times in a row, or your administrator has decided to disable you from using it.   In any case, see your administrator to re-enable your user account for use with netChat.
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This message, or one displaying a similar message, has been sent by your administrator.   It basically means that the entire network, apart from administrators, has been disabled from accessing netChat.   If you think this was done in error, see your administrator.   This message is usually displayed during startup, but can appear at any time.

I can’t change my nickname

Your administrator has set your nickname and it cannot be changed.   See your administrator and ask him/her to change it for you.

I can’t use Microsoft Agents

Your administrator has disabled Microsoft Agent characters on your user name.   See your administrator and ask him/her to enable them for you.
